 Upon recommendation of another
customer, Denise brought the piece to
Bradley’s. This needlework is ap-
proximately 160 years old. It was a gift
to Denise’s great-great grandfather in
Belgium from a Chinese rice merchant.
Actually, the merchant wanted to marry
the family’s 14-year-old daughter.
When he visited from China, he brought
valuable and beautiful gifts to plead his
case. The family did not want their
daughter to move to China, so they
concealed her in the attic during the
merchant’s visits.

Since the embroidery had been
stored in a box all this time, the colors
were still bright and dazzling. However,
the silk, which was backed with linen,
was severely weakened and susceptible
to ripping. To properly stretch the piece,
we had to pull the linen backing taut
and then smooth and attach the silk. We
selected a light gloss burl frame with a
mottled green/blue inner frame, which
was sealed with mylar tape to prevent
the silk from coming in contact with the
wood. The UV filtering Plexiglas was
suspended between the two frames
separating it from the silk. We are told
that every bug, butterfly, and flower has
meaning and tells a story. The Fischer
family has built a new home and
designed the perfect spot for this family
treasure.

GOLF IN IRELAND
This story of a “dream trip” to play golf in Ireland, has
been preserved by Judy Henry for her husband, Bill. In
the frame design, Lucy used a cherry finished shadowbox
moulding lined with “Shamrock” green suede. The letters
“IRELAND” and the date were cut out of the suede board.
The framing was completed with disappearing “Museum”
glass. The photograph tells the story beautifully.

Over a period of several years, Julie McGee
has been framing her husband’s collection of
hand-written letters and photo or etching
portraits of U.S. Presidents.

We’ve used a variety of small ornate gold
frames, while varying the mat colors with red
or blue silk. Some of the letters, especially those
from the early 19th century, have been difficult
to decipher because of the “Olde English.” It’s
been fun to help “translate” the writing. All the
documents are encapsulated in mylar which will
preserve them indefinitely. It’s a wonderful
collection and we truly appreciate the
opportunity to touch history.

Bradley’s was privileged to frame a 1963
Christmas Card signed by both President and
Mrs. Kennedy. Frank Harvey purchased the
card at the Sotheby’s Auction of the Sandy Fox
Estate. None of the bidders, except Frank,
seemed to notice the importance and value
of the dual signed card sent from the White
House shortly before the President died. The
signatures were on a mat surrounding the
art—we lined the inside of the mat with rag
board. Part of a metallic line on the mat had
been damaged - Bill was able to replicate the
pattern and replace the damaged section. We
chose a water-gilt Louis XV frame moulding
and covered a liner with Moss Green suede,
accented with a water-gilt fillet. Museum
glass was chosen for the utmost UV protection
and anti-reflective quality. The inside of the
frame was sealed with mylar tape to isolate
the card and matting from any damaging
materials.

�����  Check the dust cover on the back. Is it sealed
with no holes or rippling (as if it had been
damp)? Any sign of water staining on the back?

����� Can you wiggle the screw eyes, sawtooth, or
strap hangers?

�����  Check the wire–is it frayed?
�����  Are the rubber bumpers still on the bottom

corners?
�����  Are the hangers set firmly in the wall?
�����  Are the frame corners tight and well-joined?

CARING FOR ART
Moisture/water damage does not always make itself known until it’s too late. Mold

and mildew can be growing inside the atmosphere of your framed art. By the time you
see the problem, the mold has worked its way through the paper art or mats.

Whether your art has been exposed to moisture/water or not, it’s a really good idea to
examine your frames every year or two.

Many of the problems stem from difficulties with storage facilities. If you
are going to store art in the future, we would like to recommend:

What You
Can Do:

�����  Is there any sign of moisture condensation on the
inside of the glass?

�����  Do you see any brown spots or water stains on
the art?

�����  Are the inks or colors fading?
�����  Is the paper rippling excessively and/or pulling

away from the mat board?
�����     Are there tiny hairline cracks in either the paint of

paper itself?

If you answer “YES” to one or more of these questions, we can tell you what’s going on and make proper
recommendations to preserve your art. If your art does need re-framing, you have an opportunity to update
and give a brand new look to a cherished old friend.
